RESEARCH ACTIVITIES FOR THE TREATMENT OF MULTIPLE SCLEROSIS: 

CCSVI, DISCOVERY AND TREATMENT OF A NEW VASCULAR DISEASE ASSOCIATED WITH MULTIPLE SCLEROSIS
Fondazione Hilarescere was established as a tool to successfully explore the newest medical and scientific insights into the understanding and treatment of diseases which are still partly unknown, by providing the most suitable resources and conditions for adequate research.

This is precisely what happened with this first study which developed out of the interdisciplinary research work carried out by two researchers from the Emilia Region.

Fondazione HILARESCERE, chaired by Professor Fabio Roversi-Monaco, was established pursuant to the initiative of Fondazione Cassa di Risparmio in Bologna. 

In this first study, an Italian research team including the vascular group headed by Professor Paolo Zamboni from the University of Ferrara and the neurology group from the Neuroscience Department of the Bellaria Hospital in Bologna headed by Dr Fabrizio Salvi. 
Their research is aimed at an in-depth investigation of the triggering mechanisms involved in a disease whose etiopathogenesis is still unknown, i.e. multiple sclerosis. All this has provided the tools to identify the precise scientific features of chronic cerebro-spinal venous insufficiency (CCSVI), to start international cooperation with the Marc Jacobs Institute from the University of New York and to fund a series of international publications. 
Fondazione Hilarescere has thus created the necessary conditions to carry out scientific research and allow the national and international scientific community to become aware of these discoveries, while waiting for the final confirmation of the assumptions suggested by the earliest research results. 
CCSVI: the ongoing research
Further investigations are currently under way to better understand the relationship between CCSVI and MS through international cooperation between the Italian research team and the New York State University, the Jacobs Institute of Neurology in Buffalo and the University of Geneva. Since 2006, the Italian team has also carried out experimentation on the treatment of CCSVI as presented at the Imperial College in London last April. This additional piece of research aims at assessing whether early diagnosis and treatment of CCSVI may be beneficial also to the multiple sclerosis associated with this disease.
On Tuesday September 8, an international cenaculum studiorum on  Venous Function And Multiple Sclerosis will be held in Bologna, where ample room will be devoted to  discussion on all the topics of the research conducted by Prof. Zamboni’s team and to the full presentation of the research work.

The meeting will be attended, among others, by all the researchers who at world level have produced substantial data to validate or be associated with the results originally described by the Italian group.

Fondazione Hilarescere
As is stated in the deed of formation, Fondazione Hilarescere aims to support medical and scientific research in the field of diseases of unknown or poorly known etiopathogenesis where the diagnostic and therapeutic standards have little effect on the quality of life of the affected individuals, especially in the field of chronic and degenerative diseases of the nervous and vascular systems with particular reference to multiple sclerosis.  The Foundation also aims to promote and sustain the dissemination of preventive, diagnostic, care and assistance  techniques to the subjects suffering from such diseases.
The inherent value of providing care and assistance to individuals who suffer from diseases which are still partly unknown is one of the main motivations underlying the initiatives undertaken by Fondazione Casa di Risparmio in Bologna which has acknowledged that in its geographical area increasing scientific experience is being gained in this field.
The setting up of and support to Fondazione Hilarescere is the tool which made it possible – through the availability of adequate financial resources – to further investigate insights which already had sound scientific basis and credibility, though still in a partly embryonic stage.
