PRESS CONFERENCE ON THE

STATE OF THE ART OF RESEARCH ON

CCSVI (chronic cerebro-spinal venous insufficiency)
Two years after the birth of the Hilarescere Foundation Prof. Fabio Roversi Monaco, President of the Hilarescere Foundation and President of Fondazione Cassa di Risparmio in Bologna, will illustrate the operational results and Prof. Paolo Zamboni, University of Ferrara, and Dr. Fabrizio Salvi, Bellaria Hospital of Bologna, will present the results of international scientific cooperation inspired by the ideas that led to the Foundation's creation.

The research work done at the University of Ferrara in previous years already comprised everything that would be later promoted and validated by the studies and institutes sponsored by the Hilarescere Foundation. This work is continuing now by coordinating foreign countries, Italian regions, bank or charity foundations, and associations, also present at the press conference, which have shown interest in Hilarescere's activities and are relying on it to share the necessary know-how.

Hilarescere now wishes to and can share its results with all those who wish to support it for the love of patients and truth. The first to contact the Hilarescere Foundation included: the Emilia Romagna Region, the Puglia Region, Fondazione Cassa di Risparmio della Provincia di Macerata in cooperation with the Marche Region, Smuovilavita Onlus Foundation in cooperation with the Veneto Region, the Abbraccio Onlus Association in cooperation with the Piemonte Region, the SASM (Sardinia Multiple Sclerosis) Association in cooperation with the Sardinia Region.

We have also shown our availability to support, also by donating Doppler ultrasound machines (which, however, were not deemed necessary), an epidemiology study with  FISM-AISM aimed also at supporting the method's dissemination throughout Italy; Prof. Zamboni, founding partner of Hilarescere, has undertaken the responsibility of ensuring, at the request of Prof. Battaglia, President of the FISM, the study's methodological correctness by accordingly sharing the knowledge that only the method's inventor can provide, in due time, within the framework of an internationally validated research project. 

All this has also been made possible in the light of the international collaboration centering on him, as proven also by the authoritative figures (Kim Ducksoo and a colleague, Boston University; Salvatore Scalfani and Dan Zinn New York State University; Janet Dwye, Dorothy Dilar, David Koff Mac Master University, Hamilton; Sandy McDonald and 2 technicians, South Medical Center, Toronto; Monte Harvill, Francois Vignault and Mark Haacke, Wayne State University, Detroit; Adrian Siddiqui, Neurosurgery New York State University in Buffalo; Piergiorgio Settembrini, Vascular Surgery, University of Milan) who were hosted at the Vascular Diseases Center of the University of Ferrara in the following days for a seminar on the innovative Doppler ultrasound techniques and on the techniques for endovascular treatment of CCSVI (some of whom are at today's press conference).

Even the pathological and genetic discoveries are major breakthroughs. They are the result of the studies promoted by the Hilarescere Foundation with the University of Geneva and Prof. Alessandra Ferlini, University of Ferrara, which have confirmed what Prof. Zamboni announced in 2006 at the Royal Society of Medicine in London.
