Today Esaote has provided the Hilarescere Foundation a new piece of highly advanced equipment: the MyLab 70 for vascular diagnosis. The Foundation had requested it to consolidate the University of Ferrara's Vascular Diseases Center. This is just the latest example of this historical cooperation between Esaote and Prof. Zamboni, which has led to more than 60 publications in the Professor's various fields of research.  The latest has been published in the British Journal of Surgery and it is bound to have an impact on the cost-benefit ratio of the 4th most performed vascular procedure in the world.

In describing CCSVI, Prof. Zamboni's extraordinary and selfless devotion has been matched by the passion of Esaote's technicians who have gone the extra mile with their technical and professional commitment. For years, they have worked in developing the knowledge needed to create an advanced color Doppler ultrasound machine fit for the features of the new disease discovered, namely CCSVI. ESAOTE's technicians have shared the "50,000 miles for treatment" study funded by the Hilarescere Foundation with Canadian and Italian patients. This close collaboration has allowed ESAOTE to develop specific know-how  and create an innovative piece of equipment, the MY Lab Vinco, which supports the diagnostic methodology developed by the Italian research team and will bring the technology of Italy's largest diagnostic imaging developer to the world.
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
