The AISM press release contains statements and words that Prof. Paolo Zamboni, the discoverer of CCSVI,  has never uttered.

Prof. Paolo Zamboni is more than ever convinced that MS is a complex disease with multifactorial etiology. 

He states:

“I am also deeply convinced that CCSVI fully falls within the etiopathogenetic susceptibility and prognosis factors of MS. I recognize the need for new trials and make all possible efforts to conduct them  because it is only through their findings that we can stop expressing opinions which are not supported by the required evidence, as is the case for the above statement in bold.”

Instead, new scientific data will be presented at the forthcoming Meeting of the International Society for Neurovascular Disease – a scientific Society chaired by Prof. Zamboni - on March 14-15 in Bologna. Researchers from all over the world will present data showing that:
· CCSVI is significantly associated with MS, on the basis of recent studies carried out by several independent groups;
· CCSVI will be detectable also with new non-invasive and non-operator-dependent screening methods;
· treatment of CCSVI with angioplasty modifies and improves the symptoms of MS, as recently found by observational studies to be presented in Bologna by American and European research teams. 
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
