Concerning CCSVI (Chronic Cerebro-Spinal Venous Insufficiency) and Multiple Sclerosis, medical and scientific research as well as international exchange of evidence are progressing at a constant pace.   

Prof. Paolo Zamboni and Dr. Fabrizio Salvi have been invited to attend three important meetings on CCSVI (Chronic Cerebro-Spinal Venous Insufficiency) which are to take place in the US and Canada in the coming days.
1- Canada-USA CCSVI Meeting
On Sunday, February 7, a meeting will take place at St. Joseph's Hospital, Hamilton (Canada), for an exchange of opinions with Paolo Zamboni and his team on the state of the art of research and on the studies carried out by the American investigators in the last few months.

2 - Myelin Interest Group

The Myelin Interest Group has invited Prof. Paolo Zamboni to deliver a keynote lecture on myelin-induced damages in Multiple Sclerosis (myelin is the sheath which covers the nerves, a bit like the plastic which covers the electric wires. Myelin is damaged in MS) in New York on Tuesday, February 9. This American Group considers CCSVI a potentially harmful mechanism for myelin and was thus interested in discussing the data directly with Prof. Zamboni.

The Myelin Interest Group is the scientific Society which gathers American and other international researchers who are concerned with demyelinating diseases and myelin.

3 – Finally, the results of the joint study carried out by the Hilarescere  Foundation and the University at Buffalo on the  Endovascular Treatment of Multiple Sclerosis (EVTMS) will be presented at the American Venous Forum Meeting on February 10-13 (Amelia Island, USA). This study was conducted in cooperation with the Buffalo researchers between October 2009 and January 2010.
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
